HOLOCAUST SPEAKER:  
YOU CANNOT WALK AWAY

Holocaust Survivor Werner Coppel spoke to a large gathering of 
Edgewood High School students in the EHS auditorium on April 
21st, 2011.  Mr. Coppel’s message to our students was clear, “You 
cannot walk away from hate and prejudice.”  

Mr. Coppel described his experience under the Nazi policies of 
discrimination against Jews, beginning with lost opportunities for 
work and school, but eventually resulting in his internment in the 
infamous Auschwitz Concentration Camp where he worked as 
a laborer.  Mr. Coppel spoke passionately about his desire to use 
his story to teach our younger generations about the evils of hate 
and prejudice.   He compelled students to “stand up to hate and 
prejudice even if it does not affect you.”

Mr. Coppel was born in Germany in 1925 and experienced 
Nazi anti-Jewish policies throughout his youth.   In 1943 he 
was arrested and sent to Auschwitz.   As the Russian Army 
advanced through Poland in January 1945, Mr. Coppel 
escaped from a prisoner Death March.  He and his family arrived 
in Cincinnati in August of 1949.

Mr. Coppel serves on the board of The Center of Holocaust and 
Humanity Education.  He has widely lectured at schools, churches 
and civic groups about the Holocaust and its lessons.
